3.1 Jim Butler 
 
Mr Butler spoke about TDC debt and how much it had increased over the years.

Mr Williamson requested something be done about the glare from the airport security 
flood light when you are driving down Queen Victoria Street. 
He requested that the street lighting in the Brown Acre subdivision all be standardised and 
not several different forms of lights. 
He would also like the large trucks to be taken off High Street, other than service vehicles. 
 
3.3  Kent Vickerman 
 
Mr Vickerman spoke on the dumping of chicken compost by Birdhurst and insisted that it 
all needed to be removed. He was concerned that the business was allowed to continue 
without a consent. 
 
3.4  Dave Le Long 
 
Mr Le Long also spoke on the Birdhurst dumping and considers that TDC is breaking it’s 
own bylaws by allowing this to continue. He is concerned about it leaching into the rivers 
and/or water supply. 
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3.5  Fred Te Miha 
 
Mr Te Miha also spoke on the Birdhurst chicken compost and insisted that the councillors 
and community board are collectively responsible for this situation. He urged the 
Community Board to find out why this polluting activity was allowed to continue without a 
consent.
