2 REPORTS
2.1 Adoption of 2011/2012 Annual Plan

Strategic Development Manager Ms Edwards was in attendance to speak to the report
contained in the agenda.

The purpose of the report was to ask Council to adopt the Annual Plan for the
2011/2012 financial year and to adopt an amendment to the Treasury management
Policy contained in the Ten Year Plan 2009 -2019.

Staff tabled an updated “Mayor’s Message” to be inserted as page 10 in the Annual
Plan document.

Staff advised the following amendments to the Annual Plan document:

Page 24 and 81 to include the following paragraph “Council is increasing Urban Water
Supply Rates for metered water connections from $1.28 to $1.50 per cubic metre and
increasing the targeted rate for water supply calculated as a fixed daily amount per
rating unit from 44.99 cents to 51.89 cents per day.”

Page 26 the following new Reserve Financial Contribution projects are to be included
which are:

. Motueka Museum weatherproofing ($25,000)

. Golden Bay Tennis shade sails ($1,500)

. Ligar Bay beach development (10,000)

. Murchison Pony Club shed extension ($8,000)

. Tasman Reserve BMX track ($8,000)

. Nelson A&P Association historic building upgrade ($5,000)

Pages 294 and 310 to include the following paragraph after the paragraph commencing
“Because of this dual objective...” “Notwithstanding the Counterparty Credit Risk Limits
set earlier in this Investment Policy the Council may invest in financial instruments
issued by the LGFA up to a maximum of $30 million where it is to the overall benefit to
Council”. Staff noted that this paragraph was an addition to the wording agreed to by
Council for the Investment Policy at the meeting on 9 June 2011.

Hamama Road Sealing Rate

Council setsatargeted rate for the purpose of funding loan repayment costsfor the sealing of
Hamama Road. Thisrate isbased on where the land is situated and will be set on each rating unit
in the Hamama Road Sealing Rating Areawhich hasnot elected to make a payment in advance to
the capital cost of the scheme.

Assessment and Invoicing

Rates assessment willbe rounded down to the nearest ten centswhere applicable, will be inclusive
of Goods and Services Tax and are due and payable to the Tasman District Council at the Council
Officesin four instalments.

Councilinvoicesratesquarterly, with final datesfor payment of each instalment being 31 August, 30
November,
28 February and 31 May. The 2011/2012 rates instalments become payable on the following days:

1 August 2011 1 November 2011 1 February 2012 1 May 2012

Metered water rates are invoiced separately from other rates. Invoicesfor domestic usersare
issued six monthly and invoices for industrial users are issued monthly. All invoicesare due for
payment on the 20th of the month following the month in which the invoice isissued.

Penalties

Under Section 57 and 58 of the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 Council prescribesthe following
additional charge of ten percent (10%) of the amount of rate instalmentsremaining unpaid to be
added on the following dates:
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1 September 2011 1 December 2011 1 March 2012 1June 2012

A further additional charge of five per cent (5%)will be added to ratesthat remain unpaid from
previousyearsasat the date five working days after the date on which Council passes aresolution
authorising penalties, and the additional charge willbe added at six monthly intervalsthereafter.

As an alternative to payment by the above four instalments, the total annualrateson any property
may be paid in one lump sum by 30 November 2011 and any first instalment penalty already
incurred isto be remitted. If not paid by 30 November 2011, the penaltiesrelating to the four
instalments as above will apply.

A penalty of ten percent (10%)willbe added to the amount of metered domestic water rates
remaining unpaid on the day after the final date for payment asshown on the metered water
invoice.

The above penaltieswill not be charged on arating unit where Council has agreed to a programme
for payment of rate arrears.

Uneconomic Balances

Council will not collect total annual rates (not including metered water rates)of $10.00 or less as
provided for under Section 54 of the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002.

Early Payment of Rates

Section 55 of the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 empowers Council to accept early payment of
rates. Council will allow adiscount of two percent (2% )of the total year’'srates if payment of same
isreceived on or before 31 August 2011.

The ratesrevenue sought from the uniform annual general charge and targeted ratesset on a
uniform basisis 20.27 percent of the total revenue from all rates sought by Council in accordance
with Section 21 of the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002.
