A draft article synopsis had been circulated prior to the meeting.

Mayor Hurley said a concise proposal should be presented. The costs are not
affordable and the project will need to be staged. He said the high risk area is from
Woodmans Corner to Sinclairs, which would remove 80% of the risk.

B Dunn advised that a strategy had been devised for the consultation for this project.
