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BYPASS ON TRACK FOR
EARLY OPENING

Motorists should be whizzing along the new Ruby Bay
bypass by Christmas.

While the $30 million project was initially due to open by Easter 2011, the project
team were hoping for a date several months earlier. Heavy rain during May 2010
and cooler winter weather mean the project team cannot lay asphalt, so the
surfacing of the last 2km will now happen in spring 2010.

The necessary earthworks are all but complete, says the NZ Transport Agency.
A total of 1.25 million cubic metres has been shifted since the project began.
That's the equivalent volume of 500 Olympic-sized swimming pools.

The 10.7km bypass runs from the Dominion Road intersection to past Tasman village.
Contractors have completed the road formation and initial roadworks at the Gardner
Valley, Stagecoach, Seaton Valley and Chaytor Road connections, where traffic is
already using the final alignments - although the highway is unsealed.

The NZTA says landscaping work has exceeded initial proposals, particularly next to
the Waimea and Moutere estuaries, Dominion Road and Field Creek riverbank areas,
Higgs Reserve and the Gardner Valley Road pedestrian and cycle underpass.
Upcoming work includes:
« Diverting traffic onto the new road from the southern end to near Nile Road

so the last roadworks can be completed.
- Installing guardrail barriers, signs and street lighting.

« Continuing the creation of the walking and cycleway connections at Dominion
Road, Gardner Valley and Tasman underpasses, as well as more estuarine
pathways opposite Higgs Reserve and Trafalgar Road.

Meanwhile, police have already clocked some speeders on the road - a secret
trolley race on Sunday 23 May 2010 attracted 35 drivers. Race co-ordinator
Andy Williams said the race was kept quiet to deter spectators.

The NZTA and road contractor Downer EDI Works gave permission for the race, he
said. A police laser gun clocked the fastest trolley at 86kmh — Andy says the speeds
would have been even higher if the final smooth seal had been on the road.

An open day last February drew 2000 people who strolled and biked along the route as
a fundraiser for local schools.

CLEANING UP OUR ACT
WITH STREAMS

Richmond streams are showing the effects of
urban growth, and Tasman District Council is
prescribing measures to reduce contamination.

However, stream health is about both water quality and quantity, says
Council resource scientist Trevor James. He and colleague Jenny Easton
have just assessed the state of Richmond streams and Trevor says they
were surprised at how little contamination they found in stormwater.

The survey has shown up the areas of concern, however, in high levels of
zinc and copper in a few sites, particularly Jimmy-Lee Creek. Zinc levels
jump in its lower reaches through the Beach Road industrial area, but
zinc is also tied to traffic volumes, says Trevor. Water run-off from roads
picks up dust containing zinc and copper originating from vehicles.

Roofs are another source of zinc. Trevor says that although nowadays
most zinc-based roofing is coated, when it is drilled for nailing or
screwing down, zinc leaches from those filings, finding its way into
gutters, pipes and ultimately streams. Old galvanised roofing is known
to leach alot of zinc.

“These problems are in urban areas nationwide,” he says. “We are all
responsible with our use of cars, for instance, and with the difficulty of
identifying contamination sources it is important for us all to be vigilant.”

Council utilities asset engineer David Stephenson says engineering
staff have contacted an Auckland firm to investigate devices to treat
stormwater prior to discharge into streams. Meanwhile, low-impact
urban design features such as swales and other ground soakage
measures trap contaminants at source and reduce the discharge
into streams. These features have been used around the ASB Aquatic
Centre, in Sundial Square and new subdivisions.

In the past streams were treated as a drain, says David. In the
Richmond West development plans Borck Creek has a 70m buffer
zone to give space to install streamside wetlands and good habitat for
animals that live there.

Faecal counts were also found to be high in Jimmy-Lee and Reservoir
Creeks, with the ducks in in-stream ponds such as Washbourn
Gardens sharing the blame. “In this case we recommend people
reduce the amount they feed the ducks so their numbers are
reduced,” says Trevor.

Information from this stream study has given Council the benchmark
to assess how such measures are working. Trevor says the really good
news is the very low levels of “toxic organics” such as petroleum
products and pesticides in most waterways

EARLY RATES PAYMENT
SAVINGS STACK UP

Paying your rates in one instalment this year
could mean a saving from a 2 per cent early
payment discount and beating the GST rise in
October 2010 - saving 3.67 per cent overall.

With the rating year beginning in July, and the first instalment due
before the rise, if people pay the outstanding balance after 31 August
2010, but before the GST increase on 1 October 2010, they will not be
eligible for the early payment discount, but will receive an effective
saving of 1.67 per cent.

The early payment 2 per cent discount was confirmed with the
adoption of the Council’s Annual Plan.

MID-WINTER FUNDRAISER A HEART-WARMER

A mid-winter Christmas function at St Arnaud
has raised about $4000 to buy pagers for rural
firefighters.

“It's a great community, it truly is,” says Bobbie Poll, who organised
the dinner and auction in a hurried two weeks on behalf of the local
branch of Rural Women NZ.

The recent loss of a three-bedroom house to fire was fresh in

the minds of the 80 to 90 people who attended the event, says
Bobbie. The pot-luck meal at the Lake Rotoiti Community Hall was
resplendent with treats such as salmon and turkey, and the price of
entry was a gift to be auctioned. These included a painting of the lake,
accommodation, a dinner voucher, trailers of firewood, plus affordable
items for younger bidders such as bar of chocolate or string of beads.

“It was a huge family occasion.”

Some presents were wrapped, and auctioneer Alastair Nicholls
managed to entice bids from the more daring punters.

More than $1700 was raised on the night, and donations have since
swelled the total. Bobbie says the amount raised “shows that we do
value our rural fire force”, whose members give up their time and even
risk their lives for the community. Some firefighters live out of hearing
range of the siren, and have to be telephoned at present, wasting
valuable time.

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COUNCIL ADOPTS ITS
ANNUAL PLAN 2010/2011

Tasman District Council adopted its Annual
Plan for the 2010/2011 financial year at its
meeting on 30 June 2010. The Annual Plan

is an important document for Council and
Tasman ratepayers, as it outlines the services
and activities that the Council undertakes for
the good of the Tasman District residents and
visitors. It also states how Council will pay for
those services and activities, including the level
of rates ratepayers will pay during the year.

Council advertised its Draft Annual Plan in March 2010 and received
250 submissions on the document. One of the concerns that came
through loud and clear this year was the need for a restraint on rates
increases.

Council has managed to keep the general rate rise this year to 3.97
per cent, down from 5.12 per cent predicted in the Ten Year Plan.
Ratepayers should be aware, however, that individual targeted

rates will affect the overall rate paid with the combined general and
targeted rates increase because of the number of targeted rates
throughout the District, the total rates will approximately increase
across a range between 3.57% and 5.71% depending on the location
of ratepayers and services received. The increase includes an
allowance of 3 per cent for inflation. The effect of the GST increase
after 1 October 2010 is additional to the above figures.

The Annual Plan is largely based on what Council proposed in the
second year of the Ten Year Plan, with a few projects and activities
being deleted to help reduce the rates increase.

The main changes are in the following areas:

« Transportation — public transport is deleted, Salisbury/Champion
Roads cycle facility is deleted and roading maintenance budgets
have been reduced.

« Water supply reticulation in Richmond East — Hill Street North has
been deferred.

« Community grants have been reduced by $12,000 from amount
planned in Ten Year Plan for 2010/2011.

«+ Delay in leasing Collingwood camping ground.

« Interest rates - loan servicing costs reduced from 7.2 per cent to
6.9 per cent.

+ Delay in implementing the Holding Company and associated
benefits.

« Discount for early payment of rates reduced from 4 per cent to
2 per cent.

« Warm homes and clean heating — new voluntary targeted rate
scheme available.

« Tourism rate — increased coverage to a wider range of premises.

» Fees and charges - most increase by 3 per cent for inflation,
some other increases proposed and new fees for natural burials
and memorial plaques, with further increases after 1 October 2010
to take account of the Government'’s decision to increase GST to
15 per cent.

« The Uniform Annual General Charge has been increased by $20 to
$260 per rateable property.

Council is planning to undertake a number of key
infrastructure projects during 2010/2011. Some of the key
projects include:

» Road construction at Stringer Road.
- Lower Motueka River flood protection investigation.

« Port Tarakohe at Golden Bay development of an 86 berth
marina and wharf replacement.

« Lee Valley Dam investigations.

- Takaka fire fighting water supply.

« Wastewater treatment plant upgrade in Takaka.

- Wastewater reticulation upgrade of mains in central Motueka.
+ Land drainage improvements design for Tasman village.

« Stormwater improvements in a number of settlements.

» Mapua Waterfront Park development.

+ ASB Aquatic Centre fitness centre and funding towards a
Golden Bay school pool upgrade.

- Waimea River Park enhancements.

+ Funding towards the development of the Tasman loop of the
National cycleway from Richmond through to Tapawera and
Richmond to Mapua and onto Motueka.

+ Funding for further developing Saxton Field including an
athletics/cricket pavilion.

- Development planning for Motueka West, Mapua and Eastern
Golden Bay.

These projects will proceed while maintaining Council’s existing
services and activities.

Further details on these projects are available in the Annual
Plan 2010/2011, which will be available during July on Council’s
website: www.tasman.govt.nz and from Council offices and
libraries.

Council thanks all the people and organisations that have contributed
to the preparation of the Annual Plan through discussions and
submission processes.

CIVIL DEFENCE EXERCISE — LESSONS LEARNT

“Exercise Sand” involved more than 40
personnel from both Tasman District and Nelson
City Councils, Fire Service, Police, Ambulance,
the District Health Board and Work and Income.

The exercise was led by the Police as part of a regional, multi-agency
approach to emergency management. The Nelson Tasman Emergency
Management Office provided support.

The exercise was designed to test the crucial handover procedures

as the emergency escalated from a chemical spill and fire (involving
the Fire Service) to an evacuation (with Police initially taking the lead)
and resulting in a growing toxic cloud with major consequences for
the population of Richmond. It was at this point that Civil Defence
took over leadership of the operation and an emergency was formally
declared by Mayor Richard Kempthorne.

Nelson Tasman Emergency Management Manager Roger Ball says the
exercise was valuable for all concerned.

“It's important to get the various agencies together regularly so that
we understand each others’ roles and capabilities. This exercise
helped us practise our response to a major incident that could impact
on thousands of people.”

The exercise involved an emergency at a factory site that escalated

to the point where a school and residential area were evacuated and

a Welfare Centre had to be set up. Emergency services imposed a
no-fly zone over the site, given the toxic fumes billowing skyward.
Contingency plans were put in place for potential damage to the main
power feeder line to Motueka.

“While we all hope such an incident will never happen, it is our
responsibility to ensure we are as prepared as we can be,” says Roger.

PEST OF THE MONTH
MADEIRA VINE (ANREDERA CORDIFOLIA)

Madeira vine (Anredera cordifolia) is a succulent
evergreen South American vine, introduced into
New Zealand as a garden plant.

The vine is characterised by glossy, heart-shaped green succulent leaves
and the warty aerial tubers found year-round on the vine. From March
to April, it produces a dense covering of small fragrant cream flowers on
narrow racemes to 20cm long.

The combination of fleshy leaves and aerial tubers make it heavy
enough to damage or smother host trees. It grows vigorously from a
fleshy rhizome root that will tolerate a wide range of soil conditions.
As no fruit or seed is produced, Madeira vine relies entirely on
vegetative spread by either rhizome breakup or tuber dispersal.

The tubers can remain viable in the soil for up to five years.

Control of this pest
must include tuber
containment; these fall
freely when the vine is
pulled. This will involve
intensive ground
raking, and using
ground covers to catch
tubers if vine pulling.
All tubers and vegetative material must be collected and destroyed to
prevent further spread.

The Council believes that it is possible to eradicate Madeira vine

and it has been included as a Total Control pest in the Regional

Pest Management Strategy. If you know of this plant on your property
or have seen it elsewhere, please contact a Biosecurity Officer Ph

03 543 8400, who will advise on and assist with its control.
