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New recycling centre offers
region wide benefits

A new purpose-built recycling centre in
Richmond will provide for the District's
future needs.

Tasman District Council Mayor Richard Kempthorne opened the new
materials recovery centre in Beach Road earlier this month. The facility
was built by Smart Environmental in conjunction with the Council.
Smart Environmental, which has the contract for the Tasman District’s
waste for the next eight years, paid $1.1m for the recovery plant
technology while the Council funded the $1.4m building.

It's expected that recycling volumes will increase 10 to 20% in coming years

as people get used to using the new larger wheelie bins for reuseables.
The new bins can take everything except glass and in other areas where

they have been introduced, there’s been around a 20% increase in recycling.

The new facility has the capacity for future growth and will also speed up
the sorting of recycling. Previously, the District’s recycling was collected
and sorted at the kerb. It will now be collected co-mingled from the kerb
and go to the centre for sorting. While there are still manual sorters doing
some of the final sort, there's also a mechanical process for paper, steel and
a few other items. Most of the sorted recycling is exported to Asia.

The increased capacity for recycling will help to ensure the Eves Valley
Landfill space is used more efficiently and lasts longer.

This is the fifth materials recovery facility that Smart Environmental
has opened in New Zealand.

We have been
relatively unscathed during recent
adverse weather events, but the
continuing preparedness shown
through this result shows we are well
prepared. It is however important for
us all to check that we have our three
day emergency pack prepared in case
of an emergency, although let’s hope
we never need to use it.

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Nelson Tasman Civil Defence rated best

The Nelson Tasman Civil Defence Emergency Management (CDEM)
Group has achieved the highest score in the country as part of its
capability assessment report undertaken by the Ministry of Civil
Defence and Emergency Management.

A score of 82.1% has been awarded to the Group, higher than the target
of 79% set in 2013, making them the top Group in New Zealand.

Our region held its top position after also being rated best in the last
round of reviews in 2009.

In its latest report, the Ministry had high praise for the Group, noting
the result “set an example to other CDEM Groups”.

“The result reflects a highly collaborative culture amongst all CDEM
partners across the region.

“The strong scores across the capability assessment reflect the well-
developed interagency relationships; well-connected subcommittee
structure that drives CDEM delivery, and the ongoing commitment
to reducing hazard risk across both councils.

“The smaller size of the Group and the two unitary council's further enhance
this connectedness and this provides a significant advantage in the ability to
influence across the 4R's, with the approach taken in risk reduction the most
notable - CDEM is ‘embedded in what we think, do and say - there is no gap™.

Nelson Tasman CDEM Manager Roger Ball says the high score reflects
an engaged and effective team.

“We are pleased to see this report and such an impressive score, which
shows a highly capable team across both Councils and in our partner
agencies. Staff have sought to incorporate important lessons from our
big floods and the Canterbury earthquakes.”

The key agencies making up the CDEM Group are Nelson City Council,
Tasman District Council, emergency services, Ministry of Social Development,
the Nelson Marlborough District Health Board and an iwi representative.

The report made one recommendation for the Group to ensure
continuous improvement through the development driven by an
appropriate action plan.

We also ask residents how satisfied they are with our regulatory
functions - building and resource consents, environmental
health licences, dog registrations. The requirements of
legislation, regulation and plans can be daunting to those not
used to them and we are always looking for ways to make this
process easier to manage for applicants.

With 88.8% (a 6.4% improvement on last year) of respondents
positive about their experience it seems we are on the right path.
Most importantly across all consent categories 94.1% percent

of respondents considered Council staff courteous and helpful
(up from 90.2% last year).

Broken down by ward, the overall satisfaction level has shifted
considerably from the last survey - especially in Golden Bay 91.3%
(65.4%) and Lakes Murchison 95.2% (70.6%). Other results were:
Richmond 80.4% (81.6%), Waimea Moutere 90.2% (90.3%), and
Motueka 91.8% (86.0%).

Pest of the Month:
Boneseed

Boneseed (Chrysanthemoides monilifera) is a native of South
Africa and was introduced as a garden plant for its yellow
daisy-like flowers. It forms a 2-3 m high shrub with ribbed
stems and woolly serrated leathery leaves. Its attractive
bright yellow flowers appear from September to February
and this aids identification and locating infestations.

Boneseed is found in coastal sites where it tolerates shallow

soils, rock outcrops, salt-laden winds, fire and drought. It rapidly
colonises disturbed sites and suppresses native plants. Boneseed
is readily spread by birds that eat the black fleshy berries, each
containing one large seed, which is then passed by the bird, some
distance away from the parent plant. The seeds have a very hard
coating, hence the name boneseed. This coating allows the seed
to remain viable for a long time.

Plants are relatively easy to control as they can be pulled at
flowering time, before they form seed, and left to dry and break
down. If seed is present, remove and destroy it. Plants that

are too large to pull can be cut off at ground level and stump-
treated with 100 ml per litre of glyphosate 360 or Vigilant gel.

In our region, the Nelson Port Hills Containment Area has a

major infestation where boneseed is too widely spread to justify
treatment. The Tasman-Nelson Regional Pest Management Strategy
classifies boneseed as a Progressive Control plant, which requires
occupiers to control it outside of the Nelson Port Hills Containment
Area. It has been found in Cable Bay, Wakapuaka, Tahuna Beach,
the Ridge Way, Rabbit Island, Kina Beach and Peninsula, Jackett
Island, Motueka, Tapu Bay, Kaiteriteri, Pohara Beach, Parapara Beach
and Collingwood Township.
