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Cleaner water in Tasman rivers

Latest monitoring results show the water in many of our rivers is getting cleaner,
making them even safer to swim, fish and play in.

Our five-yearly State of the Environment River Water Quality report
shows the hard work and collaboration between the Council and the
community is paying off, with a marked improvement in river water
quality overall.

The results are a testament to the combined commitment of the
Council, landowners and local communities to cleaning up our rivers.

Farmers have played their part and 99 per cent of dairy stock crossings
are now bridged. In some cases simple things like moving drinking

troughs away from a creek have made a big difference to stream health.
A big effort to plant along riverbanks has been going on for many years.

Since 2006, 23,000 plantings have been carried out by Golden Bay
Streamcare and other river care groups, alongside 40,000 plants put
in across the region by the Council.

The improvements:

- Significant improvement in water clarity at eight sites, including the
upper Reservoir Creek, Sherry, Onahau, Onekaka, Mangles, Buller and
Motueka rivers.

+ Reduction in disease-causing organisms particularly in the Sherry,
Little Sydney and Motupipi rivers, but also at Wairoa, Wangapeka
and Motupiko.

+ Very low levels of E.coliin most of Tasman’s major rivers.

« Dramatic reduction in dissolved reactive phosphorus (which can
encourage the growth of nuisance algae) in the Motupipi River.

« Hundreds of fish passage barriers removed over the past five
years from streams in Golden Bay and Tasman Bay.

We recognise there is still work to be done to improve water quality
in some places, particularly in small streams surrounded by pastoral
land and urban streams.

Targeted streamside planting is likely to be a priority in the next
phase of work, as it effectively addresses many of the reasons for
poor stream health.

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Dry days prompt
water watch

It's time to start thinking about conserving water to keep the
supply flowing.

The run of dry weather we have experienced this spring is likely to
continue, with El Nino increasing the drought risk for Tasman District
this summer. The Dry Weather Taskforce has already met this month -
the earliest meeting in its history. From now on it will be keeping a close
eye on the river flow and the levels of our aquifers. If they drop too low,
water restrictions may need to be imposed. Our shallow aquifers dry out
quickly, but equally will be easily replenished by a spell of rain.

With that in mind, treating every drop you use around the home as
precious will make a difference in keeping water rationing to a minimum.

Conservation tips

« Turn off the tap while brushing teeth, rather than leaving it running
while you brush. When you do turn it on, halfway is far enough to get
enough water for rinsing your brush or washing hands

- Fix leaking taps

+ Use the plug - rinse cloths and dishes in the sink with the plugin,
rather than with water running down the drain. Or don’t rinse dishes
at all - a scrape off is often all you need

- Reuse the water you use to wash veges to water your pot plants
« Take showers instead of baths — and keep them short
+ Sweep rather than hose down driveways and outdoor areas

« Wash your car and pets using a bucket on the lawn - that way your
grass will get a water at the same time

+ Inthe garden:
— Use mulch to keep your soil cool and moist
- Don't mow lawns right down - shorter grass dries out faster

- Water at cool, still times of day, such as early morning and
evening - and only water when you really need to.

Fire risk warning

The dry weather has also increased the fire risk. To keep yourself,
your family and property safe, it's important to ensure any fires
you have lit over the past couple of months are fully extinguished.
Rural firefighters have been called to several re-ignitions already
this season. They are asking everyone to please check the weather
before lighting any fires, and hold off if wind is forecast.

More intense weather likely

Latest climate change data indicates Tasman is at risk of more
intense storms and droughts.

The Climate Change and Variability in Tasman District report has
been updated to include the latest data from the Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change. The data shows that temperatures and
sea level are both increasing.

While the expected annual changes to average rainfall are small,
we will experience more energised weather systems - winds will
be stronger, rainfall sharper and heavier, and droughts hotter and
longer. Individual events may therefore be more intense than the
averages might indicate.

Council staff are currently working to identify how we might
respond to the updated climate information to build community
understanding and preparedness, develop processes and tools to
help the community adapt, and strengthen our resilience against
some of the effects.

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Motueka wastewater treatment plant

progress report

An upgrade of the Motueka wastewater treatment plant is advancing
with the second of three stages for this year completed. This past
winter Taylors Contracting trucks have made more than 500 trips,
dumping more than 7500 cubic metres of rock for the construction of

two rock bunds extending across the 225-metre wide oxidation pond.

These rock bunds will increase the pond retention time — which is
the amount of time the wastewater takes to flow through the pond
from inlet to outlet. By splitting the pond into three, the wastewater
is forced to follow the longest path through the ponds. This improves

the treatment of the wastewater by increasing the ultra-violet (UV)
treatment time.

In a later stage, a spray system will be laid on top of the rock bunds
through which recirculated wastewater will be sprayed as an odourless
fine mist on to the bunds. This generates a nitrification process which
improves removal of ammonia from the wastewater.

Stage three is the improvement to aeration, reducing the odour of the
intake ponds. Eight new, larger aerators will be added to the ponds.
Construction and installation of the new aerators began in September.

(as of this month this includes NBS), so you don’t need to know

the account number. Internet banking is available for rates and
water, dog registrations, consents, library charges, parking tickets
and other accounts invoiced by Tasman District Council. Please see
our website for the full list and detailed instructions on how to make
internet banking payments, www.tasman.govt.nz/pay.
