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Waimea water management 
decisions released
Changes to the way we manage water on the Waimea Plains will take legal effect on  
12 March, following the release of an independent commissioner’s decisions.
Commissioner Rob Van Voorthuysen oversaw public hearings on 
our proposed changes to the rules in mid-December. The changes 
introduced two classes of water takes from the Waimea Plains water 
management zones: those who choose to “affiliate” to the proposed 
Waimea Community Dam, and those who do not, with greater security 
of supply for those affiliated to the proposed dam.

Commissioner recommendations:
•	 Lowering the requirement to have telemetered water takes for 

unaffiliated takes from 3000m3/week to 2000m3/week;
•	 Amending the plan to help protect horticultural root stock when 

severe water restrictions apply, for unaffiliated takes where there  
is a dam, and for all takes in the event there is no dam;

•	 Amending the tests for reviewing water permits which are affiliated to 
the dam until it is operational but otherwise confirming the matters to be 
assessed for all permits, which are the maximum rate in the last 10 years of 
exercise, any lesser rate of actual use by area, soil type and crop type; and

•	 Lowering the 'cease take' trigger for unaffiliated permits from 2200l/s 
to 2050l/s but retaining the trigger for resumption at 6000l/s.

The commissioner did not recommend any further changes in relation  
to the general priority for community water supplies and there are no 
major changes affecting industry connected to Council reticulation. 

However, there is a greater onus on us to use our Water Supply Bylaw and 
water supply contracts to achieve better water conservation when needed. 
There is also no change to the “without dam” rationing steps. There are 
still four triggers and if the river gets down to 800l/s policy guidance is 
given to the Dry Weather Task Force on how to implement 'cease takes'.

Next steps
The next step is for us to write to all the people and organisations 
who made submissions to advise them of the decisions. The changes 
will take legal effect on 12 March. Submitters have six weeks from the 
date of receiving written notification of the decisions to appeal to the 
Environment Court if they wish.

Background
The latest changes follow on from those that took effect in late 
2015 following a review that showed water was over-allocated 
in the Plains and the previous management regime was 
unsustainable for environmental, recreational, community and 
home and business consumption. The review led to new allocation 
limits and rationing triggers, and limits for minimum river flows.

The proposed amendments ensure greater 
protection of productive capacity, allow for flexibility of use and maintain 
rural character – while offering greater choices for landowners.

After the Council 
considers the submissions and makes its decisions, any submitter who is not 
satisfied with the decision has the right of appeal to the Environment Court.
