Children gain safe biking 
skills with Ride On
Wakefield School children headed out on their scooters and bikes to develop important 
road safety skills and gain confidence through the Ride On bike safety programme.
Ride On, supported by the Tasman District and Nelson City Councils along 
with New Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA), focuses on helping students 
learn the road rules, develop riding skills and identify safe riding routes to 
and from school.
Programme co-ordinator Marty Clark said the Ride On team of qualified 
cycle instructors were called to Wakefield School in March to deliver a 
road safety-orientated programme to the entire school.
“We are teaching a serious life skill that will assist the students to be better 
and safer road users, but we make sure the students enjoy the time with us.”
The programme began with scooter training for 5 and 6-year-olds, covering 
the basics of control of the scooter and highlighting the importance of 
walking their scooters across the road and identifying obscured driveways. 
The middle school, ages 7 and 8, learned basic bike control and had fun 
on their bikes while picking up skills useful for on-road riding. 
The programme culminated in the three senior classes, aged 9 and 10, 
working on bike control before being led on to the road and learning 
essential safe riding skills like negotiating parked cars and left and right turns. 
Wakefield School principal Peter Verstappen praised the Ride On programme.
“Marty and his team inspired and educated our kids in their week-long 
blitz of Wakefield School. From new entrants to year 6, every student in 
the school participated fully in the programme, gaining confidence and 
skills from excellent tutors and role models. 

“I rode out with the team on several occasions and was immensely 
impressed by their knowledge, professionalism, humour and high 
standard of risk management. It's a terrific programme.”

Keep dogs and children  
safe from toxic algae
The weather conditions as we head into autumn are likely to encourage  
the toxic algae Phormidium to grow in our rivers and streams once more,  
so please keep an eye on dogs and small children around the water.

The algae that is of most concern is relatively distinctive, forming mats that are  
soft, dark coloured (black, very dark green or dark brown), sometimes thick  
(over 5mm) and somewhat jelly-like. It has a strong musty odour that can  
attract dogs. Please be aware that the material may raft up in the shallows at  
any time or be deposited on the bank of waterways after rain.

Anyone concerned about toxic algae, or who wishes to report a site  
where algae is present, can contact us any time on Ph. 03 543 8400.  
A photo of the algae and/or the site would also be helpful.
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Slow down – new speed limits  
in force from April 2016
Reduced speed limits are in force on 26 Tasman roads from 1 April –  
so keep an eye on the signs and be prepared to slow down.

The changes were made in response to community concerns about 
traffic speeds on local roads and to meet best practice safety guidelines. 
They are included in Tasman’s new Speed Limits Bylaw 2016. 

Schools
We are proposing to install 40kmh variable school speed zones outside 
Ranzau, Hope and Motupipi schools to address concerns about the 
safety of children around the school gates. 
Brooklyn, Mapua, Lower Moutere and Mahana schools do not meet NZTA’s 
criteria for a variable school speed zone, so we intend to install static 40kmh 
advisory signs instead that will signal to motorists to slow down when 
children are present. In addition, Central Takaka, Dovedale and Ngatimoti 
schools will receive better standard school warning signage. 
The changes to school speed zones and signage will be made after 
discussions with the schools involved.
