Let’s value our volunteers - every day of the year

See the new plants near where you walk
the dog? Volunteers planted those. Enjoy
the bike trails? Volunteers helped build and
maintain it. See that community centre?
It wouldn't operate without volunteers.

Why do they do this work? Why do they
freely give so much time and effort
and support to their community?
In my experience it's out of a sense
of community responsibility and
pride - they want this district and

their community to be an awesome place to live, work and play.

Unfortunately our volunteers can be targeted by the very people or
communities that they're trying to help.

I'm increasingly reading stories about volunteer sports referees being
abused and have seen first-hand local Hall Committee volunteers
blamed for events outside of their control. I'm also hearing stories of
volunteers who feel under attack within their own communities for
some of the work they do. All of this saddens me greatly.

Volunteers are the lifeblood of our community. While we may not
always agree with the work the volunteers do - the pest trapping
methodology, the location of a cycleway, the bands at an event, the
floats in a Santa Parade — we need to reflect on the way we express
our opposition. We need to remember to be kind to one another,
to respect our differences and express ourselves in a constructive
way. Changes to the Health & Safety legislation, increased financial
reporting standards and reduced funding is already discouraging
some volunteers from contributing to our communities; we need to
make sure we don't add to this by how we treat them.

Our volunteers put in such a huge amount of love and labour,
often over many years — we're bloody lucky to have them.

Road Maintenance Collaboration with Nelson City Council
The Committee approved a collaboration with Nelson City Council to
jointly manage urban road maintenance in the region.

Mariri Resource Recovery Centre Improvements

approved. The work will see the installation of a refuse compactor, an

New Radio Frequency Identification technology (RFID)

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Big response to draft Moturoa/Rabbit Island plan

A total of 274 groups and individuals have let us
know what they think of the draft Moturoa/Rabbit
Island Reserve Management Plan by the close of
submissions on 8 July - a huge thanks to everyone
who took the time to have a say.

A hearing will be held on Monday 1 August, at the Council Chambers,
Richmond, giving the opportunity for those who wish to speak in
support of their submission to do so.

After considering all the feedback, a final version of the plan will be
adopted in September 2016. That plan will provide the template for
how Moturoa/Rabbit, Rough and Bird islands will be managed in

the future.

Here's a recap of the process so far, as well as the next steps:
December 2015 - February 2016: Initial feedback round sought
comments about what people love about Moturoa/Rabbit Island
and what should be included in a management plan for its future.
More than 660 people sent us their ideas via a survey, online
feedback form and social media.

5 May 2016: Draft Moturoa/Rabbit Island Reserve Management
Plan adopted for public consultation, setting out 12 key proposed
changes.

7 May - 8 July 2016: Consultation on the draft plan open.

A total of 274 submissions received by the deadline.

1 August 2016: Hearings on the draft plan.

22 September 2016: Final version of plan to be adopted.

School speed zone signs up at Ranzau,
Motupipi and Hope schools

Flashing 40kmh speed warning signs are now in
place at Ranzau, Motupipi and Hope schools, so
please take heed and reduce your speed.

We have installed the variable speed zones outside the three
schools this year in response to community concerns about the
safety of children travelling to and from school. The signs operate at
the beginning and end of the school day to signal a reduce 40kmh
limit at set times.

Several other schools that did not meet the NZ Transport Authority’s
criteria for a variable school speed zone have received enhanced
safety signage in 2016 to alleviate safety concerns raised by their
communities.

Work to identify the next 10 priority schools for improved safety
signage will take place in late 2016. We have taken a risk-based
approach to assessing the need for extra signs that takes into
account factors such the speed and volume of traffic going past,
school parking, mode of travel and student numbers.

The new signage is just one aspect of our work to improve safety
around schools. We also provide road safety education programmes
such as the Ride On cycle safety training we run with local schools in
partnership with Nelson City Council and NZTA.

Temporary closure of Spooners Tunnel

Spooners Tunnel has been temporarily closed to
the public to allow structural improvements at the
northern tunnel entrance.

Our engineering consultants Tonkin & Taylor recommended the
closure after carrying out a routine geotechnical inspection of

the tunnel. The tunnel was constructed in 1891 and, as with any
structure of this age, maintenance issues are to be expected from
time to time. Since the tunnel was opened to the public as part of
Tasman's Great Taste Trail, a more intense monitoring programme
