CORPORATE SERVICES COMMITTEE 4 AUGUST 2016
•	 Received and discussed a number of reports providing updates and 

information on the current decisions regarding our jointly owned 
assets Port Nelson, Nelson Airport and the Local Government Funding 
Agency.

FULL COUNCIL 11 AUGUST 2016
The Chief Executive's Pre-Election Report provided provisional financial 
results for the 2015/16 year. This result showed an operating surplus of 
$12.210m. 
Council debt has fallen from the audited figure of $144m as at 30 
June 2015 to $133m at 30 June 2016, $35m less than budgeted.  
Loan repayments are occurring but the need for new loans has not 
materialised as the capital spend expectations are not met. The balance 
sheet is strong.
The Mayor welcomed 34 new New Zealanders to the District at the 
recent Citizenship ceremony.
The final Council meeting for this triennium will be held on 22 
September where at least five Councillors will be stepping down from 
their civic roles; Judene Edgar – Richmond, Martine Bouillir – Golden 
Bay, Jack Inglis – Motueka, Trevor Norriss – Waimea Moutere, Zane 
Mirfin – Richmond.

ENGINEERING SERVICES COMMITTEE 18 AUGUST 2016
•	 Decided to recommend to Full Council that some of the money 

allocated for the Collingwood water treatment plant upgrade in 
2016 – 17 be transferred to prioritise the completion of the Riwaka-
Kaiteriteri water treatment plant upgrade; and to limit work in 
2016 – 17 on the Collingwood and Pohara plants. All the schemes will 
be designed to allow for emergency chlorine treatment.

•	 Approved a $14,000 grant to purchase a ‘FlexiDam’ and locker for the 
Motueka Volunteer Fire Brigade’s new water tanker to help ensure 
the brigade has a constant supply of water in areas where there is no 
reticulated water supply.

•	 Agreed to proposed spending of $110,000 on Tasman’s Great Taste 
Trail to progress work needed to secure matching third-party funding.

•	 Recommended the Council fund $30,000 towards addressing flooding 
from Ned’s Creek, Murchison, in the current financial year.

•	 In response to residents’ concerns, agreed to rename Gannet 
Heights West Road, in Kaiteriteri, to Bees Road to eliminate the risk of 
confusion with nearby Gannet Heights Road.

Record number of applications for 
Tasman Community Grants
We have received a record 176 applications for this 
year’s Community Grants, which closed on 31 July.

There is $219,000 available to be allocated. The successful applicants 
will be notified after the Council’s Grants Subcommittee meets on 25 
August. The grants application process was online only for the first 
time this year. Community Partnerships Coordinator Mike Tasman-
Jones said it was pleasing community groups had embraced the 
online process, which had been supported by Council staff offering 
help and advice at libraries throughout the District.

“The grants offer a helping hand to groups working on a great 
community event or project. They are intended to encourage 
community-based solutions, support community-driven 
improvements to services or infrastructure, and to support the work 
of volunteers.

“The community benefit from the Council supporting these projects 
far exceeds the amount of money put in – the return has been 
estimated at $3 to $5 for every $1 we contribute – so we see it as 
providing really good value.”

Water meter programme update
In 2016 we started replacing ageing water meters as part of our ongoing 
programme to keep the District’s water reticulation network well-
maintained. The meters in some areas have reached an age where they 
are likely to be showing signs of deterioration and reduced accuracy. The 
loss of accuracy can affect the way we manage our water resources, and 
how the costs of water supply are distributed across the community. 
As part of the Council’s 10-year programme the water meter installations 
will restart on the week of 5 September with a handful to complete in 
Motueka, and then on to Kaiteriteri and Riwaka.
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Consultation closes on landfill, traffic and 
water supply bylaws
Thanks to everyone who gave us feedback during 
consultation on the joint regional landfill proposal, 
Draft Traffic Control Bylaw and Draft Water Supply 
Bylaw.

Consultation is now closed on all three. The Draft Traffic Control 
Bylaw attracted 39 submissions, and the Draft Water Supply Bylaw 

drew one submission. Both will go to a hearing on 26 August, with 
final versions of the bylaws due to be adopted on 22 September. 
We received four submissions, as well as verbal feedback during 
meetings and presentations, on the plans to amend our Long Term 
Plan to allow us to jointly govern a regional landfill in partnership 
with the Nelson City Council. There will be a hearing on 24 August, 
with a decision expected on 15 September.
