While we have rules about discharges from
livestock entering waterways, we can also
offer help to those wishing to fence off
streams to keep stock out.

Funding for fencing

Our River and Stream Management Fund
provides advice and financial support

to help protect waterways. The fund can
provide landowners with fencing materials
for approved works, riparian planting and
management advice.

Creating a riparian buffer is the single

most effective way of reducing faecal
contamination and sedimentation in streams,
while planting riparian buffers further
reduces contamination and sediment, as
well as providing shade, habitat and food
for native fish species and other aquatic life.

Extra rubbish facilities for Murchison

An extra compressor bin and extended transfer station
hours are being rolled out in Murchison to help deal with
extra waste generated by post-Kaikoura-quake traffic.

A new bin will be installed outside the Beechwoods café within the next week.

The Murchison Resource Recovery Centre is now open on Friday mornings, from
9.00 am-12.00 pm, on top of its usual operating hours as a trial to assess demand.

Murchison doesn't currently have a kerbside rubbish and recycling collection.
We plan to ask residents whether they would like kerbside collection introduced
during consultation on our next Long Term Plan.

We know there have been concerns about the volume and speed of traffic
travelling past Murchison Area School. The school is on a state highway and is
managed by the New Zealand Transport Agency. NZTA has begun the process
to implement a 40km/h variable speed zone outside the school, and we have
encouraged them to install this as soon as possible.

While 40km/h signs will help deal with speed concerns, traffic volumes will be
high until State Highway 1 reopens. In the meantime, the Murchison Community
Council has agreed to fund hi-viz vests for children walking to school.

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Community-funded defibrillator at Mahana School

Due to the generosity of
Mahana residents, there is now
a community-funded AED
(defibrillator) in Mahana located at
Mahana School in School Road.

It is located in a prominent position on the
exterior of the north-facing aspect of the
main block, and can be easily seen from
the school driveway entrance. It is also
registered on the AED database, which can
be found online at www.aedlocations.co.nz
or via a free iPhone or Android app. This

The Mahana AED is in an external cabinet
and can be accessed 24 hours a day. It has a
small smash-box for access to the key to open
the main cabinet holding the defibrillator
unit. The unit is in a carrybag, which can

be quickly grabbed and taken to the site

of the emergency. The AED is very user
friendly and does not require prior expertise
or knowledge to use it. Once opened it will
guide you through the process, so just listen
and follow the verbal instructions given.

If you find someone unresponsive and not
breathing, dial 111 for an ambulance and
begin CPR straight away. Once you have

done that, use your nearest AED - it will
greatly increase their chances of survival
following a sudden cardiac event. A unit has
also been installed at the Mapua waterfront
in a prominent place and is available 24
hours a day.

Wastewater treatment
upgrades complete

A major upgrade of the wastewater treatment
plant serving Motueka, Kaiteriteri and Riwaka is
now complete, providing a much better outcome
for the environment.

The soakage beds and wetlands at the old treatment plant became
overloaded over time, reducing the quality of treatment and
resulting in occasional odour problems.

The new state-of-the-art system uses multiple treatment steps,
including natural UV disinfection, rock filters and membrane
filtration to remove harmful nutrients and contaminants and ensure
clean water is discharged out to sea at the end.

The upgrade is part of a suite of work we have carried out over the
past few years to make sure the way we deal with what you flush is
environmentally-friendly.

An upgrade of the wetlands at the Collingwood Wastewater
Treatment Plant was also completed late last year. The work repaired
small seeps and eroded embankments in the wetlands, raised low
points and improved flow through the wetland to reduce the risk of
overflow. More than 400 additional native plants were added in the
wetland cells.

In Takaka, an upgrade of the wastewater treatment plant was
completed in 2015, providing protection for the Takaka River
through an environmentally-sustainable treatment system and
increasing capacity to allow for growth in the area.
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Further submissions
open on Waimea water
management change

After an initial consultation period, we are now calling for
further submissions on a change to the timeframes for
new water management rules.

Proposed Plan Change 63, as it is called, extends the dates
by which renewing permit holders in the Waimea Plains
can decide whether or not to be affiliated with the Waimea
Community Dam. The original water management provisions
meant non-affiliated permit holders faced stricter water
rationing in times of low river flow from November 2016.

However, planning for the dam had not advanced

far enough for permit holders to enter water supply
agreements with a dam operator by November. Plan
Change 63 extends the timeframes for permit holders to
enter water supply agreements by two years.

Dam planning update

We're still working through the finer details of how the
Waimea Community Dam will be funded and governed.
Most of you will be aware that we have committed a
maximum of $25 million towards the dam in our budgets.
The remainder is expected to be funded by a combination of
irrigator investment, a loan to irrigators by Crown Irrigation
Investments and a contribution from Nelson City Council.
Another potential funding source is the Government's
Freshwater Improvement Fund, with an indicated budget
over 10 years of $100 million.

By mid-2017 we expect to have a funding and governance
proposal ready to show the community. We will be seeking
your feedback through a formal consultation process before
making a final decision.

Key elements of the FLAG
Summary Report include:

» The area included covers all of the Takaka
River catchment and its tributaries, and all
catchments from Tukurua to Wainui.

- Eight key values and uses of water have
been identified, along with management
objectives for these:

- Cultural and spiritual.

- Ecosystem health.

- Municipal and domestic water supply.
- Fishing and food gathering.

- Livelihood and economic use.

- Natural form and character.

- Recreation - including swimming.

- Hydro-electric power generation.

« Further allocation of water is proposed
in some areas where it is considered
ecologically sustainable.

« Flows in rivers during dry periods are to be
protected through cease take provisions
for consented, consumptive water takes.

« Te Waikoropupu is Wahi Tapu (sacred
place) of great importance to iwi and the
local community. Flows at Te Waikoropupu
Springs are to be protected through a
combination of cease take requirements
in catchments that contribute flow to the
springs aquifer.

+ Management of water quality in all areas
is proposed to focus on:

- Requirement for good land use practice
from all users - focusing on risks from
sediment, effluent, nutrient, water use
and stream (riparian) management.

- Exclusion of stock (cattle, deer, pigs)
from water bodies.

- Management of on-site wastewater.

- Promotion and support of further
stream restoration.

- Monitoring and adaption of
management to maintain good or
excellent water quality and improve
degraded water quality.

+ The water allocation and water quality
aspects are proposed to be implemented
through changes to policy and rules
in the Tasman Resource Management
Plan, and through other non-regulatory
methods, such as monitoring, advocacy
and education.

« FLAG will be considering the feedback
received and developing their
recommendations to the Council over
the coming months.
