Work to widen Richmond's
Bateup Road and provide a shared
walkway/cycleway begins in late
March.

The work will make Bateup Road safer for
all users and help cater for increased traffic
resulting from growth - including a new
supermarket and residential subdivisions -
in the area.

The road and footpaths will be made wider
from Three Brothers Corner to Wensley
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Road, and a shared walkway/cycleway will
be created.

A roadside drain will be replaced with piped
stormwater and some stormwater storage
chambers.

Higgins Contracting is carrying out the
construction. Tasman District Council
project manager Graham Rimmer says the
work is extensive and will require Bateup
Road to be reduced to one lane for its entire
length during construction. The project is
due for completion by Christmas 2018.
