Improvements on the way for Mapua Wharf

Mapua's wharf precinct is already a great spot to spend time eating, shopping or enjoying a
range of activities. It's now set to get even better with an upgrade starting in early May.

The work, which is due to be completed in July,
will improve the look and feel of Ngaio Reserve,
which is the area between the Golden Bear
Brewery and the wharf. Seating and picnic tables
will be added, shrubs and trees planted, a play
area included, bike racks installed, and the uneven
concreted areas levelled and re-sealed to tie in
with existing improvements.

The upgrade has been in the planning since 2017,
when the wider Mapua community and local iwi
worked with us to create a master plan for the
waterfront area prioritising seven of the most
important actions to take. The working group gave
Ngaio Reserve the highest priority for action.

Because the area is a significant archaeological site, a
heritage plan is in place and ground disturbance will
be kept to a minimum. The work will be carried out

in stages to reduce the area closed to the public and
minimise disruption for neighbouring businesses.

| have once again received complaints
about the poor state of Richmond’s
Templemore Pond. Locals report
significant sediment deposits in

the pond in the past few years
contributing to reduced water flows
and stagnation. A few years ago,
parts of the pond were two metres
deep and used for kayaking and
swimming. Now these areas are
shallow and unsuitable for recreation.

Staff have advised me that the pond
is still functioning well as part of
the stormwater network and that
some of the gravel build-up could
be removed, but that needs to be
balanced against further impacts.
Gravel has been added to the creek
to restore habitat and protect against
the bed degradation trend, and

the pond’s long grass is better for
ecology than a mown edge.

Leave road signs alone

Several 60kmh speed limit signs in Tasman were recently
vandalised so 60kmh appeared to read 50kmh. Members of
the public alerted us to the vandalism and the signs have
now been restored to their correct state.

The signs were along Aporo Road,
Dicker Road, Baldwin Road and Kina
Beach Road, as well as outside the
Tasman Store.

This is not only dangerous, but
illegal. Police say altering speed
limit signs is wilful damage and asks
the community to report anyone
vandalising them.
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Anyone with concerns over whether
a speed limit is safe can seek a

review through our bylaw. People
can provide their feedback at

any time and it will be taken into
consideration when staff develop our
next Draft Speed Management Plans.
These plans are then workshopped
internally with councillors before
going out for public consultation.

There are plans to enhance the inanga
spawning site just upstream of SH6.

It is concerning to see that E. coli data
shows water quality in Templemore
Pond is not good enough for swimming
and 25% of samples are over the
guideline for “wadeability”. The source
is ruminant, human and wildfowl. This
is something that as a Richmond ward
councillor | will continue to monitor
carefully. My hope is that staff and
the community can work together to
ensure the situation does not worsen,
and that the valuable biodiversity that
inhabits the pond can be protected.

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Prepare for Richmond roundabout changes

The Champion/Salisbury Road roundabout upgrade is making great progress.

There are a few things you need to
bear in mind as the lanes re-open
and you use the roundabout as
normal again:

+ There are raised tables on the
approach to the roundabout on
Champion Road and Salisbury
Road. These include zebra
crossings and priority cycle lanes.

» Vehicles will need to give way
to pedestrians and cyclists on
these crossings.

» Pedestrians and cyclists need to

look for approaching vehicles
and make sure it's safe to cross —
never assume that drivers have
seen you.

« There are two lanes out of
Salisbury Road.

« There are two lanes out of
Champion Road East.

The access lane from the Richmond
Deviation to Champion Road and
the temporary roundabout at
Templemore Drive will be removed
after the roundabout fully re-opens.

During construction you were used
to driving straight through the
roundabout. As it re-opens, please
remember to look for traffic and give
way as usual.

We believe the new,
bigger roundabout will improve
safety and serve the community's
needs better.

Innovating Streets for People trial well underway

There were fewer vehicles on the roads during last year's Covid-19 lockdown and that meant
many of us changed how we used and thought about our streets. We liked cycling, playing,
and walking safely, and got to know our neighbours and made new friends. Our streets
became a part of our community space, not just a way to get around.

As a result, Waka Kotahi NZ
Transport Agency set up a fund
called Innovating Streets for People
for trial projects that supported
communities to shape their towns
and streets to allow more people to
move around safely, as well as create
interesting spaces to enjoy.

We received funding for two local
neighbourhoods: one in Richmond
and one in Golden Bay. We've now
begun trialling changes to the
streets to see if they work for the
community.

In Takaka, the one-way link road
between Commercial Street and
Meihana Street was closed to
vehicles and Golden Bay High
School art students are creating a
piece of road art representing what
Golden Bay means to them.

In Richmond, a section of Elizabeth

Street was closed at the Talbot Street

intersection in early April, with
Florence Street narrowed to one
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lane for a short section to encourage
slower speeds and road sharing.
Speed humps and planter boxes
were installed, as well as picnic
tables and fruit trees at Burbush
Park playground and reserve on
Fauchelle Avenue.

Although the streets have been
closed, traffic build-up has not been
higher than usual and people are
enjoying the free space to hang out,
cycle and cross safely.

Protecting our special landscapes

As part of a project to safeguard our special places for future
generations, we have released draft maps identifying Tasman'’s
outstanding natural landscapes, features and the coastal

environment area.

The Landscapes and Coastal
Environment project responds to
both the requirements of national
legislation, and community feedback
about how incredibly valued the
landscapes in Tasman District are.

Tasman District Council Urban and
Rural Development Policy Team
Leader Jeremy Butler explained this
project has involved a lot of work and
acknowledged the valuable input of
the collaborative ‘small working group’
in identifying outstanding natural
landscapes and features across
Golden Bay and the Northwest Coast.

“Once the Landscapes and Coastal
Environment project is completed,
the areas identified will have extra
protections to help preserve their
unique features, their histories, and

to provide people with access to
the outdoors”

Property owners within the
outstanding areas have been
notified, and a series of events will be
held soon to work with landowners
to ensure the boundaries and future
protections are well-considered.

There are seven draft Outstanding
Natural Landscapes and 33
Outstanding Natural Features
identified. The new coastal
environment landward boundary
has been drawn to include areas
where coastal processes, influences,
or qualities are significant.

The Landscapes and Coastal
Environment project is part of the
development of the new Aorere Ki Uta,
Aorere Ki Tai — Tasman Environment
Plan. The new plan will eventually
replace our current resource
management plans as the blueprint
for how we grow as a District, and use
and care for our land, air and water.
