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A look back at how the recent weather event played out

The forecast was for heavy rain coming from the north and it was going to rain for days. While
the forecast gave some large numbers in terms of rainfall, initial concerns were about possible
landslip issues. Crews were activated with the focus on preparation for the event to arrive.

What was not clear, either through
radar or the lack of thunderstorm
activity, was that rain was going to be
delivered in hours of intense bursts.

Intense rain bursts hours in length
falling on already sodden ground
was what created the historic floods
recorded predominantly in Nelson.
Paradise in Golden Bay may have
seen the most rain, but the rainfall of
greatest significance occurred in the
hills behind Nelson.

By Wednesday morning the State
of Emergency was declared as the
effects of the storm were becoming
viciously apparent. In the end, it
looked like there were three super-
events inside the long five days of
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rain delivered by what has become
known as the Atmospheric River.

The Wairoa and Waimea Rivers
remained relatively low until Friday
night when rain spread further
South causing the Waimea River to
rise to a 15-year annual recurrence
interval (ARIl). The Waimea Plains
responded as the water table
reached the ground surface, flowing
across old channels, affecting
properties on the Plains before
accumulating near the coast.

Support from around the country
arrived at the Emergency Operation
Centres in Richmond and Golden
Bay. This was only rivalled by the
influx of media to the region.
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Experienced emergency operations
experts supported the staff from
both Nelson and Tasman Councils
as well as other agencies Police,
FENZ, Defence Force, Waka Kotahi
as well as the fundamental role our
Te Tauihu iwi played in the centres.

The weather has turned, and the
clean-up is in full swing. However, it
is recognised the damage caused by
four days of record-breaking rain is
going to take years with lifeline roads
and other infrastructure going to
take months, if not longer to restore.
The damage this event has done to
properties, homes and the way people
live is the hidden cost for many, and
may still be yet to surface for some.

The fund helps on a one-off basis for
extraordinary circumstances, where
real need can be shown and is a last
resort measure when people have
exhausted other appropriate sources
such as Work and Income New
Zealand (WINZ), the Rural Support
Trust, EQC and other government
agencies.

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More improvements for Motueka

Our next project to improve wastewater and water supply
infrastructure in Motueka is underway.

This time we're focusing on Motueka
west, installing a new rising main

to deliver wastewater across town
to the wastewater treatment plant
in Thorp Street in a project worth
around $2.1 million.

At the same time, we're putting in
a new water main pipe to supply
the growing development on the
western side of Motueka.

We'll be digging one hole to install
both pipelines.

The wastewater rider main runs
along Grey Street from the Green
Lane intersection North to Pah Street,
while the water main will follow the
same alignment with an additional
branch east along Whakarewa Street
past Motueka High School.

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We hear you, and appreciate your feedback

Our annual Residents
Satisfaction Survey measures
satisfaction with our services
and facilities. Your feedback
shows there are areas where
we are doing well and some
areas for more focus and
improvement.

The survey was carried out by
market research company Research
First, from 400 phone interviews in
May 2022.

So, how did we do? Of the 23
services or facilities, 12 achieved the
service target while 11 other areas
received useful feedback to shape
our future service levels.

The results showed 64% were satisfied
with our performance overall (65%
in 2021), and 66% felt our reputation
was good (69% in 2021).

Satisfaction was high (above 80%) for
those using our libraries, recreation
facilities, Aquatic Centre, water
supply, wastewater, stormwater,
kerbside recycling, and resource
recovery centres. And 80% reported
they saw, read, or heard Council
information in the past 12 months.

Your feedback also highlighted
areas where we need to improve.
The percentage change from last
year is in brackets. This included the
way we consult the publicin the
decisions we make (-6%), pre-paid
rubbish bags (-5%), community

Have your say on the
Mapua Structure Plan 2023

We want to understand your views on how Mapua
should grow, while making sure new development and
redevelopment is done in a way that maintains and adds
to the character of the area.

We will use the refreshed Mapua
Structure Plan 2023 to guide the
policies and rules which form part

of the Tasman Environment Plan,
and Mapua Growth Plan Change,

as well as guiding other Council
responsibilities such as infrastructure.

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Tasman Biodiversity Strategy
adopted by Council

During the preparation of the
Tasman — Nelson Regional Pest
Management Plan, the lack
of an agreed strategy guiding
biosecurity and biodiversity
activity became apparent
and the preparation of a
Biodiversity Strategy started.

Indigenous biodiversity, the native
flora and fauna of the region, is

in crisis. We are losing species

at an accelerating rate. Without
guidance to provide integration
and prioritisation, it is unlikely that
ongoing loss and degradation will
be slowed, let alone reversed.

It was recognised early in the
process that the breadth of
the activity needed to reverse

biodiversity decline would be
beyond the Council alone to
achieve. For the Strategy to be
successful it would need as many
individuals, agencies and groups
working together as possible.
Therefore, a hearts and minds
approach was adopted.

Late 2019 saw the Strategy
development underway. A
governance group comprising
Councillors and representatives of
iwi chairs was established to oversee
the project. The governance group
sought nominations and appointed
members to an independent
working group covering a

range of expertise and broadly
representative of landowners,
relevant agencies and groups,
sectors and the broader community.

Libraries partnership programme
enables top-shelf outcomes

Thanks to the support the of New Zealand Libraries Partnership
Programme (NZLPP), our library staff have been able to increase
the services and support provided to our communities.

The NZLPP was established in July
2021 as a government stimulus
programme to support Covid-19
recovery work across New Zealand's
library system.

The programme has now ended.
However, the outcomes achieved
with the $412,738 in funding and
fee waivers we received during the
programme will continue to benefit
the community into the future.

We were able to establish two
temporary positions to support
community engagement,
digitisation and digital support
initiatives and develop new
programmes.
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Major initiatives undertaken
included a pop-up library at a
number of locations and events
across the District.

We were able to refine and invest

in our digital resources and digitise
materials of historic interest, while
NZLPP staff designed and delivered
a digital drop-in service at each of
our library branches to support users
needing technology assistance on
topics such as installing and using
apps, attending Zoom meetings and
navigating social media.

We also established a Pasifika-
focused digital skills programme
alongside the Motueka-based
Talanoa Ako Programme.

Supported by an independent
facilitator, the working group worked
with the community to develop a
non-regulatory, high-level strategy
through a consensus process.

Another big achievement was the
establishment of an oral history
programme. The aim of this project
is to record and safeguard stories of
Tasman, reflecting the diverse lives
of our people and providing a record
of specific moments in time.
