What can’t go in your 
yellow wheelie bin
Plastics 3, 4, 6, 7, glass, liquids, rubbish, polystyrene, plastic bags, garden waste, food waste, 
disposable nappies, hot ashes, oven ware, electrical goods, engine oil bottles, automotive parts, 
paint and chemicals, bubble wrap, ceramics, crockery and porcelain, lids, toothpaste tubes. 
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Clean plastics 1, 2 & 5, 
rinsed clean, no lids

Clean tins and 
cans, no lids

Clean, flat paper 
and cardboard

Plastics 1, 2 & 5, paper, cardboard and cans only

Empty, unbroken glass bottles and jars in your blue crate  
(available from bettabins.co.nz or Council’s Customer Service Centre).
